Health Check

All campers & Pinemere have a weekly health check, performed by our staff at the Health Center, in order to
maintain more regular oversight of those that have been seen previously at the Health Center, as well as those
who have not.

In addition, all campers will belecked for head lice upon arrival at camp, before any camper goes to his/her
bunk (seebelow for more information).

Head Lice (UPDATED FOR 2012)

As a residential camp, our goals in handling lice &meth to prevent the spread of lice within the bunk, and to
return the camper to his/her bunk and camp activities as soon as possible. Therefore, in consultation with
pediatricians and other health experts, we have instituted the following procedures:

All campers will be screened for lice upon arrival to camp, before entering the bunk. If anything in question is

found, the camper and his/her family will be discreetly sent to the health center to besereened by another

member of the health center staff. If adiagnosis of lice is made, the family can opt to return honfier

treatment and then return to camp, or to stay and have us treat the camper as soon as everyone has been

checked in to camp. After treatment, the camper will sleep in the health center overhtgand join his/her bunk

OEA TA@O 11 O1TETC8 4EA Ardute®td OdhalttAcAnitel dndf&ihderéd, andEall hair AA  OA
brushes and combs must be discarded.
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To treat lice, we use a single treatment of Ovide (malathion 0.5% lotion). Ovsdeoth pediculicidal (kills live
lice) and patrtially ovicidal (kills lice egg)nlike over the counter products. We have had a near 100% success
rate using this treatment at camp, and have found it to be the quickest and most effective way to return a
camper to his/her bunk. Once applied, the lotion must remain in the hair for 8 hours, washed bair combed
out, and then we return the camper to the bunk. Additional combuts are done over the next B days only to
help rid the hair and scalp of the deis from the lice.

As Ovide is a prescription medication, we must get a new prescription for each child, and the related cost will

PACKING POINTERS

When we say “Label Everything” we mean everything!

With over 350 people at camp and 180 acres, you can imagine
how easily belongings can be misplaced at camp. All items,
including shoes, socks, hats, tennis rackets and so on, need to
have names CLEARLY marked. We suggest using permanent
or laundry markers. Sew on and iron on labels work well too.
It is imperative that you use full last names instead of initials.
If you have not put a name on an item and it is misplaced by
your child, it becomes very difficult to return it to the right
person. Thanks for your help.

Please don’t send too much stuff to camp!

There is enough space inside the cabins to
store the items that campers and staff need
at camp. Unfortunately, as individuals bring
an overabundance of items, we run into
possible problems. Please refrain from
overpacking for camp. The Packing List
supplied by camp is a sufficient guide.

A trunk is great, but there are plenty of options!

Remember this key to camp baggage—as long as it can get
the stuff to camp and get the stuff home, it’s OK! A trunk or
footlocker and duffel bag are the typical vessels to fill your
child’s belongings, but we do not want to force you to
purchase new baggage. We do not require campers to use a

trunk as storage in the cabins. There is more than enough
room on our cabin shelves and cubbies. All trunks and duffels
are stored under the bunks during the summer.

Please do not send drawers to camp!

We do not permit standing drawers to be sent to camp.
